ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

B Always keep the sealing platform clean. Particular care should
be taken to remove any residue from overheated plastic from
the barrier tape.

B Do not clean the sealing platform with anything wet.

M If the bottom barrier tape, (under the heating element) becomes
worn, the heating element may short to earth, and this can
damage the element.

B When replacing a heating element always check
the condition of the bottom barrier tape It is also important that,
when replacing a heating element, if genuine spares are not
available, only thermo-electric wire of an identical specification
(resistivity)

B After a long period of use the condition of the top pressure pad
should be examined for wear. Obviously any deformation will
affect the quality of the weld and replacement may become

necessary.

To replace the seal parts disused in case of heater consumed, please
refer to followings:

1. Be'sure to turn off the power before TEFLON TAPE
replacing. TEFLON SCREW
